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A.1 Definition of reference sectors for shipbuilding and complementary areas  

òBlue Tech Adrion Clusteró project aims to develop a feasibility study supporting the creation 

of technological platform on òGreen technologies and new materialsó in the Adriatic-Ionic 

Macro Region; furthermore the project aims to develop also:  

- an analysis taking care about strategies, policies and initiatives ð European, national and 

regional ð addressed to support the development of green technologies and new materials 

in the field of shipbuilding;  

- a mapping of the main sector stakeholders, as: clusters, research centers , enterprises and 

policy makers.  

Starting from this programmatic landmarks, it is useful to define the main terms in use in 

order to make easier the dissertation of the arguments and avoid any possibility of 

misunderstanding when reading and giving back projectõs results. 

The terms òBlue economyó and òBlue sectoró are in a strict connection with the Blue Growth 

Strategy and, as defined in the DG Mare of the European Commission, gather all the economic 

activities related to òwaterborneó resources: oceans, seas, lakes, lagoons, rivers and 

waterways. In this sense, the definition is related to standardized economic activities 

classifications and crosses entire sectors like shipbuilding, fishing, and different segments of 

sectors, for example tourism, logistics,  petrochemical, mining sector. We should even 

consider a wide supply chain in the raw materials sector addressing a reference area that is 

not easy to be enclosed and the difficulties could arise while identifying actors and dynamics 

with the standardized analysis tools that are in use.  

Hence, the term òshipbuildingó mentioned in the project application form as specific object 

of the intervention, means properly only the shipyard activity for metal and not metal 

construction (ATECO Code ð 30.11.02). In this  manner, the definition used is excluding 

nautical sector and topics connected to maritime construction of non ship structures. The 

latter, instead, are playing a primary role in the future developments of European maritime 

policy.  

In this framework, the p roject partnership has chosen to adopt a tailored interpretation of 

the term òBlue Technologiesó that encompasses topics close to the ship building process. 

Doing so, this extended classification includes the ship building of all category of ships, their 

reparation and maintenance activities and is aligned with the representation made at 

European level by Sea Europe ð Ships and Maritime Equipment Association, that is summarized 

in the framework that follows in the upcoming page.  

With reference to this defin ition, the first activity is the recognition of the enterprises 

operating in the shipbuilding sector and is dedicated to the identification of the sub -set 

activities developed in the Macro -regional area that will be represented by a grouping of 

products th at are run in the reference area. The feedbacks of the recognition are gathered in 

the Annex 1, highlighting how the shipbuilding entrepreneurial system is really close to the 

following fields:  
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¶ Italy: passenger vessels (cruise and RO-pax), navigation for  inland waters, auxiliary 

offshore vessels, yachts; 

¶ Croatia: yachts, tankers,  passenger vessels (cruise, RO-RO, RO-pax), offshore  vessels;
